PAGEANT GUIDELINES

  I.  GENERAL

      A.  This is a natural pageant.

           1.  Attire should be age appropriate.

           2.  NO hairpieces are allowed.

           3.  NO flippers will be allowed.

           4.  NO colored contacts are allowed.

           5.  Some makeup is allowed, but should be kept to a MINIMUM.

      B.  The age of the contestant will be based on her age as of June 14, 2010.

           1.  Ages 3, 4, 5 -- Tiny Miss 

           2.  Ages 6, 7, 8 -- Mini Miss 

           3.  Ages 9 and 10 -- Petite Miss 

           4.  Ages 11 and 12 -- Junior Miss 

     C.  Judges' decisions are final.

           1.  NO score sheets or judges' comments will be given.

     D.  Good sportsmanship is a must by all contestants, their guests and their families.

           1.  If a contestant, their guests or their families display poor sportsmanship, the 

                the contestant will be immediately disqualified.

     E.  "Designated Helpers"  

           1.  Each contestant will be allowed ONE "Designated Helper" in the dressing 

                room.  

           2.  During the pageant, "Designated Helpers" MUST sit in a reserved section, 

                allowing easy access to the dressing room.

          3.   "Designated Helpers" will be allowed in the dressing room up to 5 minutes 

                 prior to the start of the pageant.  At that time all "Designated Helpers" WILL 

                 be escorted to their reserved seats in the theatre.  After the Opening Number 

                 and the Casual Wear & On-Stage Introduction Competition, and Onstage           

                 Interview Competition "Designated Helpers" will be excused to the dressing 
                 room to assist contestants in preparing for the Formal Wear Competition.  
                "Designated Helpers" MUST return to the theatre when directed by Pageant 
                Staff.   "Designated Helpers" will be allowed to assist contestants in preparing 
                for the Talent Competition and then again for the crowning ceremonies. 

  II.  THE COMPETITION

       A.  Casual Wear and On-stage Introduction

             1.  Contestants may wear anything casual.  Contestants should wear something 

                  from their closet -- something that's fun, fits her personality, and something

                  she likes to wear.  The attire should be age appropriate.

             2.  During On-stage Introductions contestants will give their name, hometown, 

                  and contestant number.

             3.  Contestants will be judged on appearance, charm, poise, and personality.

        B.  Formal Dress

             1.  Contestants may wear a pageant dress or their "Sunday best" -- short or long.  

                  The dress should not overpower the child and should be age appropriate.

             2.  Contestants will be judged on appearance, charm, poise, and personality.

        C.  On-Stage Interview

              1.  While in casual wear contestants will compete in on-stage interview.  

              2.  Contestants will be judged on charm, poise, and personality.

              3.  Our emcees will not let the interview be a bad experience for any contestant.

        E.  Photogenic

              1.  There is an additional $15 entry fee.

              2.  Photos may be 5x7 or 8x10.

              3.  Photos may be black and white or color.

              4.  Photos must be labeled with, on the back, with the contestant's name.

              5.  No digitally altered photos will be accepted.

              6.  These are children and photos should look like children

              7.  Photos will be judges on potential print ad ability.
